. and that is the mirror image of reality as | said.

So here | believe that “the world” that has been
built by the media has become a kingdom which is
controlled by the mass media. As an information
spreader, media own a large number of information
sources and technologies of communication, which
enable them to decide the content to transmit, the
attitude and the dimension of communication.
Although it is commonly recognized that media
should be a common resource which should serve
the people, the deviations in the course of
communication are inevitable. This is the
characteristic of communication--deviation exists
with spread. The attitude of the spreader and the
pressure from the real world (including political and
commercial influence) will change the original truth
or its former standpoint of view.

In the kingdom of media, as a crucial role, media
has gradually become the master of this mirrored
world. Media control what people can know about
and how can they understand the issues, and how
media change people’s attitude to an event. As Todd
Gitlin has said in his book The Whole World Is
Watching, we rely on the media ineluctability. Living
in a world which is becoming more and more vague
and uncertain, we have to rely on the media and try
to find ourselves. Media claim that they can interpret
the whole world and explain why truth becomes
truth. In this mirrored world, media become the

empire; it makes the rules of communication and
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controls the world beyond people’s perception.

The Expanding Net, the Monopolistic
Communication

In the world of communication, the mass media
is monopolistic. Although there are many ways to
communicate, like word of mouth, none of them can
compete with mass media. In spite of the challenge
to the traditional media brought by new media, the
traditional media will still have tremendous power to
influence our society and world since it owns a huge
and mature communication network, abundant
resources of information and large number of
receiving terminals as broadcast, TV and newspapers.
The only effective way for us to learn about the world
out of our sight is to pay attention to the information
that is spread by mass media.

Monopoly is one of the main reasons why the
voice of mass media becomes the voice of the
mainstream. Despite the fact that media try to
maintain its faithful report on one issue, it is media
who mold the image of the issue if we see things
from another perspective. In the New Lift Movement,
those who didn’t get involved in it got the cognizance
of the whole movement mainly from media like
newspapers and TV programs. The attitude of the
reports led to the common reorganization on the
event. Students for a Democratic Society(SDS) tried
to attract more members through the reports of
mass media, but they had ignore the monopolistic
and dominating status of mass media which caused
that in most of the time, it was media who grasp the
right of discourse.

But there is still a question that is whether the
media is the eternal overlord. Actually the answer is
no. The most vital thing to a spreader is the source of
information without which mass media can spread

nothing. On the flip side, it is information source who

decides what mass media can report to the public.
And this is the reason why Students for a Democratic
Society can use New York Times to propagandize
themselves when things like students being taken

into custody happened.

People: Relying on the Media

Since the emerge of bourgeoisie and the rapid
development of handicraft industry and industry and
commerce, people’s desire to know about the

* outside world has become more and more intense.

In today’s society, information brings money and
opportunity which are all essential for people to
keep their competence in their industry and
business. The faster the world develops the stronger
people’s desire to learn it.

Nowadays, the changes of external world have a
larger and larger impact on people’s life. For
example, people eager to know the information from
the oil market and they also care about the
development of new energy resources, because all
these information are in close attach with the society
and people’s life.

Human beings are
tend to progress to dependence. Try to think about
this, who would like to live in a room in which the
temperature is over 35°C without air conditioning if
once he or she has enjoyed a confortable evening in
an air-conditioned room.

People’s dependence on the media and its own
monopoly position enable mass media great power
to influence the real world as the creator of the
mirror image of the real world. This not only finds
expression in its influence to the developing events,
but also finds expression in its ability to change
people’s attitude of the objective world. For
instance, when media continually spread the concept
of Energy saving and emission reduction, more
people tend to live an energy-saving life. Media
influence the society by conveying different concepts
and standpoints to the audience during its course of

communication.

Distorting Mirrors—Distortion of the Mirror Image
of the Reality

Since what the media has spread is just the
mirror image of the world, there must be deviations
exist like we look into a distorting mirror, what we
see is always twisted. So how did the image of the
world be twisted? | think the reasons are following.

First, at the beginning of the communication,
media has dealt properly with the information.
Media has emphasized its own impact by screening
and deleting some parts of the information. It also
uses his own style of spreading to make his voice
different. The information those media spread always
contains the characteristic of the media. There are
three procedures that media use to deal with the
information according to Ben Haig Bagdikian.

1. The editor decides the most valuable thing in
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the event.

2. The reporter decide the things those worth

people’s attention.

3. The editor decides how to deal with and

arrange the final report.

Just in these three procedures, the deviations to
the truth have come into being. Anything if it is
added with people’s subjective preference will be
different from its original image. Accept or reject is
just one way to cover up the reality.

In the course of writing a news story, the editor’s
political stance and the writing and interviewing style

of a reporter will all affect the report’s value

. orientation. The difference between parties will

influence the restoring of a news event. The
consideration to the medium’s political stance and
the pressure coming from the government and the
society will also affect the tone of the coverage. Take
the reports on the anti-war movement from New
York Times for example, at the beginning of the
reports, the image of SDS were affirmative and
serious, then the tone of the coverage changed in the
following reports, they tried to describe SDS to be
preposterous and threatening. This change comes
from the Johnson administration’s political reactions
to the radical movement and their concern about the
rising Vietham War. Also the change of reporters’
perspective on the event is also one main reason to
such a change in reporting. It is this uncertainty
which has influenced the objectivity of news reports.

On the other hand, the method we use to
describe the reality, the media frames, has a problem
in its imperfection and generality, because of its
fundamental principles of choosing, emphasizing and
expressing. Just like we cannot smell every odor, but
it doesn’t mean that such odors that we can’t smell
does not exist. We can’t learn about every aspects of
one thing or event. It is the existence of the media

frames that makes the media’s reflection on the real
world constructive not reflective.

The personal attitude of the reporter and the
character of media also have a great impact in
communication. They give attitude and standpoint to
the report which should not be contained in it. News
story should be faithful to the event and the readers.
The audience and the reader should form their own
attitude on the event or issue, not being induced by
the report. But we have to admit that the induction is
unavoidable. The reporters’ subjectivity always exists
with the report no matter how studious they tried to
avoid that.

There are also many other factors that will lead to
the deviations between news reports and reality. The
limitations of news material will surly affect the
restoring of an even. Others’ narration cannot refer
to every aspects of the issue. But the mass media
always try to present the audience with the original
truth of one event, and this is why they invented
news features and news comments, to provide all the
information and comments they can find to the
audience to compensate the deviations and the

deficiency.

The Effects of Mass Media

Last but not the least; | will talk about the effects
of mass media. In the book The Whole World Is
Watching, media are searching for the events,
especially the dramatic ones while the political
movement uses the media to propaganda
themselves, attract more members and exert their
influence. They both use and affect each other.

As the spreader, media who command the news
resources spread all kinds of information to the
society. The existence of media is somehow to satisfy
people’s need of information to eliminate

uncertainty. Nowadays, information, as one of three
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essential factors of modern life, is very critical to
people’s daily life. And media surely have done a nice
job in spreading information. Most of the things we
know now are learned by keeping a watchful eye on
the media.

But besides spreading the information, as the
party who controls discursive power, media have a
certain power to influence the society’s mainstream
thinking. They can convey one certain concept to the
audience by intensively reporting one series of news
or issues, like Energy saving and emission reduction
and the country’s economically and politically health
state. Furthermore, media also have a guiding impact
on the development of one movement or event.
They integrated political consciousness into the
communication, by which they influence the public’s
cognizance of one issue or event in their way. And
because of their monopolistic position in the field of
communication, they can easily do that. Like the
news reports on the strike, they focus on the bad
influence brought by the strike to imply that people
should not go on strike and deny the legitimacy of
strike

Another important point is that media as an
extension of human’s sense enable people to know
more about the world where they live. The
experiences they gain from the media together with
their personal experiences have formed one’s own
world perspective. Media have a great impact on the
formation of one’s thinking and the mainstream
ideology of the society. When all the media are
acknowledging good personalities and good deeds,
the social morality and personal qualities are bound
to be promoted.

Conclusion
Because of the monopolistic position in the field

of communication, mass media play an important
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role in shaping people’s understanding to the world.
And since media become the main way for us to
learn about the world, it is right to say that where we
live is somehow a mirrored world structured by mass
media. We live in a physical world, but we feel it in a
mental way by learning it through the information
the media convey to us.

Besides the influence on individuals, the
powerful mass media also have a great impact on
controlling the development of a certain issue. They
can induce the public’s attitude to against or agree
with certain issue. They can also use pressure of

public opinion to affect the policymakers. They can

- do all these easily by densely reporting one issue and

emphasize the pertinence in their reports. But on the
flip side, the real world also has an influence on the
media, because it is the real world that produces
stories. And the pressure from the government,
public and business can also affect the reports of
media. So that is why the world structured by mass
media is always twisted and full of deviations.
Actually, mass media do have a strong influence
on the real world and public, but still it is the real
world and the mirror image that created by media
who both shape people’s perspective of the world

where they live.
